
  Emergency Evacuation Site

Part of our safe schools plan includes the identification of a site where students would go in the event that an emergency required us to vacate the school. Such an emergency might include situations such as a fire, boiler malfunction, structural collapse, glass breakage due to wind and/or weather, power failure, heating failure, etc.


The LMMS emergency evacuation site is the Faith Evangelical Free Church.  Phone: 610-395-4731.  This facility can be accessed either by Mill Creek Road (the access road to the WalMart store) or from Hamilton Blvd.  The facility offers us large areas in which to group students plus classroom and restroom facilities.  In addition, it can be easily accessed by parents coming to pickup their children.  Because of its close location to the school, students supervised by staff can easily walk there in a matter of about ten minutes. We are also developing a plan to transport disabled students and staff to this facility.
In the event of an emergency situation that would require us to leave the school and proceed to the evacuation site, the school district would provide information related to this relocation to local radio and television stations.  In addition, depending on the nature of the emergency, the local emergency management officials would evaluate the situation and take necessary action to safeguard the students and the staff.

All families of LMMS students are encouraged to develop and maintain a family based plan that would be used in the event of a school evacuation. Students should know which parent or family representative is responsible for picking them up at the evacuation site.  Students should carry day time phone numbers to contact these people in the event of an emergency. In addition, parents may wish to provide students with cell phones that could be used to establish emergency family contact. Please also understand that in the event of a building evacuation, there will probably be no one at the school answering the phone. Again, in the event of an emergency, parents should tune in to local radio and TV.

In the event of a school evacuation, please be assured that members of the school staff will remain with the students to provide supervision and support until the last student has been picked up by a parent or a family representative.
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
